This innovative educative asset will foster student’s knowledge in BIO-related subjects and will 
enhance their entrepreneurial mind-set and t-shaped skills, providing participants the opportunity 
to be not only in direct contact with entrepreneurial/innovation-driven processes and collaborative 
practices (built-on a solid University-Business Cooperation framework), but also to have access to 
a unique international adventure (through cross-learning mobilities). 
The International Joint Post-Graduation will be integrated into the current catalogue of the 
Academia partners and jointly promoted by University of Beira Interior (Portugal), Universidad de 
Granada (Spain) and Università Politecnica delle Marche (Italy) during the academic year of 2020-
2021 with Kick Off Meeting in October 2020.

-Be a citizen of the EU -Have a B2 English level
-Motivated and willing to invest his/her time in an innovative learning
process
